SUBJECT CONTENT

English To begin the academic year, we will spend the first week learning some of the grammar terminology for Year 5/6.
The first text we will focus on the popular text 'Skellig.” Through this book, there will be a range of writing opportu-
nities such as informal letter, suspense narrative, persuasive, diary and description. After half term, we will study-
ing poetry linked to remembrance and persuasive writing for Christmas.

Mathematics To begin this academic year we will focus on place value. Year 5 will focus on working with numbers to 1 million
and Year 6 will work with numbers to 10 million. We will learn the value of the digit, compare numbers, read and
write Roman numerals and be able to round. Other units we will focus on is addition and subtraction with numbers
more than 4 digits,. For multiplication and division we will continue to build upon our formal written methods.

Science Our topics in science this term are: ‘Animals including humans’ and ‘Light’. For animals including humans, we will
learn about the circulatory system and the impact of diet, exercise and drugs on our bodies. In the light topic they
will learn that light travels in a straight line, be able to explain how we see things and explain why shadows have
the same shape as the object which casted them. Light will be taught through a range of different investigations
and children will take control of which variable they will change to ensure a fair test.

Computing For the first part of the autumn term we will be learning about communication and collaboration followed by video
production. In communication and collaboration children will explore how data is transferred over the internet. For
video production, children will create short videos by capturing, editing and manipulating videos. It is important that
we are teaching children how to be safe online. For each half term there will be an explicit online safety lesson.

PE Liberty will have two PE sessions each week. For the autumn term they will be swimming every Wednesday. For
the first half term, we will be improving our skills needed to play tag rugby. After half term, we will be focusing on
gymnastics. On Mondays, the children will have cricket from the Somerset Cricket Foundation.

Geography In the first part of the autumn term, we will be answering our enquiry question ‘Which countries are in Eastern
Europe and how do they differ to the UK?’ We will be using atlases and online sources to name and locate coun-
tries in Eastern Europe and then compare physical and human geography to the UK.

History We will focus on history after half term. In history we will be answering our enquiry question ‘What is Shang Dyn-
asty?’ They will learn when Shany Dynasty occurred in history, what it was like for ordinary people during this
period, what they believed in and the significance of Fu Hao. Primary and secondary sources will be used through
the teaching of Shang Dynasty.

RE Our focus this term will be on 'Peace’ and 'The True Meaning of Christmas’. During our ‘Peace’ unit we will look at
what peace means and how different religions demonstrate peace this will enable us to answer our enquiry ques-

tion ‘how do different religions maintain peace?’ After half term we will be answering the question ‘what is the true
meaning of Christmas?’ We will explore how Christians show love at Christmas, the meaning by Christmas cards

and whether the true meaning of Christmas has been lost.

Music In music the two topics for the autumn term are ‘Livin on a Prayer’ and ‘Jazz.

PSHE Our first topic in PSHE is ‘Me and my Relationships.” We will begin the year by reflecting on the key qualities of a
good friend. For the rest of the unit we will explore assertive behaviours and the negative and positive effect our
behaviours can have on others. After half term, the topic is focusing on valuing differences. We will learn to re-
spect differences and tolerate others.

D&T&ART We will begin the academic year with Art. In Art we will be using a range of sewing techniques for our embroidery.
We will explore embroidery from different Eastern European countries and then complete our embroidery using
this style. After half term we will focus on DT. In DT we will be making burgers which are seasonal. Before making
these, we will understand which foods are processed and whether they have been reared or caught.
