READING 

Reading books and planners should be brought to school and taken 
home every day.

The children are also asked to write at least 
three good comments a week about what they have read about. Ex-
amples of questions they could answer can be found in their planners. 
They are expected to record reading in planners ready to be checked 
every day.
